Surgery in a Rural Private Charitable Hospital — An Early Experience

Abstract:

A retrospective study was carvied out in Sahera Hasan Memoriol Hospital, Garpara, Manikganj, from
July 2001 1o June 2003 10 assess the safety of surgery in a remote rieral setting, and to present an andit of
the natiere and ontcome of the swrgery and dhelr complications. A total of 3431 patients were seen in
adpetiens cired 613 different operations were done during the period. Most connnon ope ratfot was open
cholecvstectomy  (42.419%)  followed by fernlorrhaphy (13.70%), excision of benign skin and
suheutanteons lesions (13.38%) and appendicectory (12.23%) Most of the surgeries were elective
(8548%) General anuwesthesia was piven in 51.88% cases. Cverall  complications  in open
chelecvstectony, appendicecronty aird hermivrhaplne were 6.20%. Only nwo major Biltary complications
(0,77 Se) were observed. Skin and soft fissye infection (858} rate in apen cholecvstectomy, appendiceamniy
and hernforehaphy were 1.92%, 2.38% and 5.33% respectively. No mortality was abserved, Overall dota
swggest that surgical care can be given satisfactorily in nal setring with satisfactory results provided
apprapriare facilities and refevant expertise can be made available.

Introduction: Minimum charge for all the services are taken
to meet the maintenance cost of the hospital.
Almost all the basic facilities for modern
surgery are provided in the hospital. Two full-
time medical officers are appointed o provide
daily out patient services and o cover
emergencies. Patients unmanageable at the
hospital are referred te the district hospital. On
the first and third Friday the surgery specialist
and on  the second and Tlourth Friday
Gynaecology and Obstetrics specialist advise
the patients.
