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Abstract:

The purpose of the studv was to see the complications of differeni types of colostomy. This was a
prospective study carried out on 171 parients in the Deparmment of Pediarric Surgery of Dhaka Shishi
Hospital from October 1997 to May 1999, Sylher MAG Osmani Medical College Hospital from April
2000 1o October 2000 and in Myvmensingh Medical College Hospital from Jannary2001 o Mareh 2001,
Chir of 171 patients, 99 patients underwent right transverse loop colostomy. among them 48 paticnts
developed complications. Sixty three patients underwent sigmoid colostomy, ont of them 12 patients
developed complications. Rest nine patients underwent left transverse loop colostonmy and three
develuped complications. Skin excoriation (23.97%) was the most commen campdication and next was
profapse ( 19.88% ). Right transverse loop colostomy caused more complications in relation to other npes.
Proper meticulous surgical technigue and adequate follow up care may decrease the incidence of
complications related 1o colostomy.

Introduetion : In child age group, the major indications for

colostomy. as shown in different literature. are
Hirschsprung's  disease  and  high  or
intermediate variety of anorectal

Still colostomy in our society, as it is
clsewhere, is an unpleasent experience for the
patient as well as for the care givers.

The incidence and the nature of complications
vary with type of colostomy performed and
the cause flor which colostomy was
constructed. Significant improvement  has
been made over the last few decades in
differem centres all over the world regarding
construction and management of colostomy.

The present series is a report of 171 patients
with colostomy done in different centres in
this country. their common complications and
the management,
