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Ahstract:

A cross secrional studv was done with the objeciive to assess the knowledge and practice of edneated
peaple on blood ransfusion and donavion. A sample of 144 students of Physical Training College of
Dhaka were selected purposively and interviewed fuce fo face by using pre-tested  structured
questionnaires during coffege hours. Sources of bood for iransfusion were known 1o most of the
respondents (92.98% ). Abowr 95 5 of them rold that diseases might be transmitted tirough unscreencd
blood transfusion and they mentioned diseases like AIDS, Hepatitis, Malaria, Sxphilis ete, the agemts of
which might transmit through blood transfusion. Most of them (98%) could correctly recognize
professional blood donors, alcohol and drug addicts and long driving truck drivers as high risk people
commonly transmitting the diseases.  Majority of them mentioned the common diseases like AIDS
